The Facts:

Jacob was promised the birthright
The birthright was double portion to go to the oldest son

The Failures:
Esau failed to value his inheritance
e Put physical over the spiritual

e Put the now over the future
e Put self over family

Jacob failed to honor his inheritance
e Wanted to set the terms of his promise

e Wanted to control the terms of his promise
e Wanted to put self before others

e C(Cling tightly to the promises of God
® \Wait patiently for the promises of God to be fulfilled
